In the down turn in business in the mid 70’s, Arthur and now Tony had to sell these businesses and paid everyone off and started again with 1 second hand caravan. From this point Arthur, Merle (Tony’s parents) and Tony built up 2 major business – what became Park Homes and Cosy Cabins Caravan Parks. They became the major specialised Manufactured Housing producer in Tasmania and the major Tourism/Holiday accommodation product in the state, specialising in “Granny Units”, accommodation in caravan parks and other locations. Selling Cosy Cabins in 2005 to reduce the pressures of work, Tony has further developed Park Homes into the main stream housing market and is finally developing a product that Arthur and he started in the mid 70’s – Manufactured Housing Estates. These Estates, also called Lifestyle Villages, Resorts or Communities, are now all over the World, many in all parts of Australia and now coming to Tasmania.
